• There is a version with a flat tabletop and a version with drainage holes & a 
parasol hole of ø38 mm.

• Virus combines perfectly with Acacia or Inumbrina small / medium (only with 
parasol foot).

• White powder coating obviously requires more maintenance. 
 
SUNBRELLA

• Shake or brush off loose dirt immediately.
• Spray Extremis Multi Cleaner.
• Use a soft brush and make circular movements.
• Let the suds soak in for a moment.
• Rinse thoroughly to remove all soap residue.
• Simply allow to dry.
• It’s also possible to put the blanket and the pillow covers in a washing machine 

(max 40°C). Follow the cleaning instruction on the label

• Stacking spacer (& purse hanger) included.
• Our Virus picnic tables are stackable up to 3 high. Stack them with equal number 

of seats. A 3-seater needs three pieces, a 4-seater nees four pieces, and so on.

Q: Is it possible to stack the table?

A: It is possible. You can stack Virus up to 3 pieces with equal number of seats. To   
 avoid dammage, use blankets.

Q: Why are the seats hollow?

A: For comfort reason and water drainage.
